DEPARTURE

Departure will be from the Somers Point City Hall at 1 W. New Jersey Avenue, Somers Point, at 9
AM. Please park in the rear parking lot, along the bike path and any side street. The van will leave

promptly.

Inclusions

The price of your trip includes van transportation, tour of Naval Air Station Wildwood Aviation
Museum, Fire Control Tower 23, and a stop at Sunset Beach in Cape May and possibly the
lighthouse at Cape May Point. All other expenses are at the discretion of the passenger including
lunch at the Flight Deck Diner. Since we are using a van, there will be no bathroom stops and
refreshments are not necessary. The Aviation Museum is handicap accessible. The Fire Control
Tower is handicap accessible for reading the interpretive panels and traveling along the boardwalk.
The tower steps are not accessible.
